AK – 30; “temp presence form” locality 7 Visitors, once registered, 

Samoa – requirement unclear for visitors  are NOT removed 

DC – No statute addresses visitors 3/yr 

Guam – 30  Local res. & presence 

HI – 3 if 10 or 30/yr laws pre-empted 

N. Mariana Is. – No statute addresses visitors (CA due to lawsuits 

PR – No statute addresses visitor not pre-emption) 

US VI – 30 (but “must provide info to DOJ”) 
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
